· Food is not allowed in class so if you can’t put it in your book bag to save for later, throw it away on your way into class.  Drinks you bring need to be in a closable bottle or thermos that can be put away in a bag if necessary.
· Phone use in class is at my discretion.
· Follow the school dress code.  
· You need to wear your IDs.  There will be random ID checks for participation points.  
· The grading scale is - A = 90%    B = 80%    C = 70%    D = 60%    F = below 60%.  Your grade is not weighted but is a running total average of all assignments.  I’m not rounding up.  I don’t give much homework although your tests and quizzes will require that you study and understand what we do in class.   Because there is minimal homework, when you forget to hand something in, it really kills your grade.  When you miss class you miss articles and the questions that go with it, or movies and the accompanying questions - these hurt your grade too.  I do not accept late homework unless it is a project.  Anything worth big points will be lowered by one letter grade for two days, then it’s a zero.  With an excused absence, a test or quiz will be made up on the day you return.  If you miss a test or assignment because you cut, expect a zero.  

· Yes, I know this is an elective but you will take notes, have tests and quizzes, read articles and all that fun stuff.  I expect academic honesty from you – don’t cheat.  Take responsibility for being unprepared and do things differently next time.  Don’t talk during a test until EVERYONE is done.  Don’t copy (even vocabulary). If you split the work and I see it, you split the points.  If you are working with others on an assignment, everyone works on it until it’s done.
· As far as excused absences, a note from home is required unless you use the online submission. It is your responsibility to find out what you missed while you were gone.  Tardies and unexcused absences will cause you to lose points and may result in disciplinary action.  
· The school does not allow bathroom passes during the first ten minutes and the last ten minutes of class.  Please don’t ask for a pass while I'm talking.  Outside of those times, please only ask if it is an emergency.  There is a limit on ‘emergencies.’
· ALWAYS be kind and respectful of others. 

· There is a level of trust required in this course, especially in regard to the care of the animals.  If you are assigned to do something that makes you feel uncomfortable – please let me know.  I can’t have a tarantula flying across the room because you freaked out.  I feel responsible for the classroom animals and I have had most of them for years now and I tend to get attached.  If your actions have bad intentions, are neglectful, or cause the animals undue stress, I will deal with you in the severest manner I am allowed. However, I like to think that will never be necessary.  Also, please realize that all animals will bite if scared, surprised, hurt, sick, etc.  I don’t have any aggressive animals but even the sweetest guinea pig that you had in your kindergarten class can bite.  Always be aware of that.  You are not required to hold or touch any animal if you would prefer not to. 
· Your behavior in class can get you uninvited to any class activities outside of Lane (field trip).

· Please don’t whine, don’t sleep, don’t pack up early, and don’t line up at the door.  

· Clean up after yourselves.
· Use appropriate language for school.
· Email is ALWAYS the best way to get in touch with me.
